A native of Halifax, Nova Scotia, Caron has held past conducting appointments with
the University of Toronto, Toronto Mendelssohn Choir, National Youth Choir of
Canada, Salem Academy and College, and St. Michael’s Choir School. A certified
Dalcroze Eurhythmics teacher, she frequently lectures on the sound-gesture
relationship and is published in Canadian Music Educator, Research Memorandum
Series of Chorus America, Teaching Music through Performance in Choir Vol. 4 and
Vol. 5, Choral Journal, Journal of Singing, The Choral Scholar, and International Journal of Research in Choral Singing.

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Véronique Mathieu (Strings, Chamber —in-person)

Described as a violinist with 'chops to burn, and rock-solid musicianship' (The
Whole Note, Toronto), Canadian violinist Véronique Mathieu enjoys an
exciting career as a soloist, chamber musician, and music educator. An avid
contemporary music performer, she has commissioned and premiered
numerous works by American, Brazilian, and Canadian composers, and has
worked with composers such as Pierre Boulez, Heinz Holliger, and Krzysztof
Penderecki.
