Various individuals and community organizations have donated over $25,000 to be awarded to the
winners of the various classes. In addition, the Garth Beckett/Gustin House Senior Piano Scholarship of
$1,500 will be awarded to a deserving senior pianist, with the Sister Boyle Intermediate Piano
Scholarship of the same amount being awarded to a deserving intermediate pianist. Joanne Messer of
Tisdale has donated $800 to be awarded the best overall senior vocalist.

Arts), Gwenna Fairchild-Taylor (ON — Junior Voice/Musical Theatre), Maura Sharkey-Pryma (AB — Senior

Zander McCallum (MB — Brass/Woodwinds/Percussion), and Younggun Kim (ON — Piano).
